The Solemnity of Mary, the Holy Mother of God, on Jan. 1 
marks a day of celebration for the Universal Church in honor 
of Jesus’ Blessed Mother, on the last day of the octave of 
Christmas. The Solemnity is a holy day of obligation, which 
means Catholics must attend Mass and observe the day as 
one of rest, avoiding unnecessary work. “[I]f the Son of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary is God, assuredly she who bore him is 
rightly and deservedly to be called the Mother of God,” Pope 
Pius XI wrote. “If there is only one person in Christ, and this 
is Divine, without any doubt Mary ought to be called, by all, 
not the mother of Christ the man only, but Theotocos, or 
God-bearer. Let us all, therefore, venerate the tender 
Mother of God, whom her cousin Elizabeth saluted as ‘the
